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Recent Developments in Quality Assessment of Knowledge of Future Ukrainian
Language and Literature Teachers in Linguistic Subjects

In the article modern approaches and trends in the objective assessment of
knowledge of future Ukrainian language and literature teachers is considered.

The importance of implementing the test tasks into the contemporary educational
process at higher educational establishments as one of the most efficient methodological
means of pedagogical monitoring of educational achievements is emphasized, the
examples of the test tasks are provided. The article focuses on the important problem of
theory and practice of learning through control as an effective means of checking student
achievements, assessment and level of their knowledge. Control is an important component
of the educational process, but its main point is the promotion of the objectivity of the
educational process, its intensification and differentiation, the development of memory, the
thinking of future specialists. The respective rating scale is established. It comprises the
following types: preparatory-and-research, explanatory-and-illustrative and evaluating-
and-summative. The modern development of test control in Ukrainian higher education
system is characterized, which in practice represents a contradiction between the
construction of the educational process and the lack of an objective evaluation system for
future teachers of the Ukrainian language and literature. The efficiency of the current and
summative assessment of knowledge of future Ukrainian language and literature teachers
in linguistic subjectsis substantiated. The author drives to the conclusion, that paper
versions of tests are not the only form of the knowledge assessment to be introduced into
practice at higher educational establishments. Implementing innovative technologies with
the use of the respective platforms is essential, since integration of the potential of
computing technologies and the advantages of testing attracts keen interest to the
elaboration of various tests.

The quality of the human potential as well as the level of both education and
professionalism of the future specialist is essential for the sphere of higher educationin the
high-tech information society. Dynamism, which is inherentin the modern civilization, the
growth of social importance of an individual, intellectualization of labor, rapid shift in
technical facilities andequipmentof educational institutions in the European and Ukrainian
space predetermine theraise of the level of education, thus providing its compliance with
the social requirements and international standards. In view ofthe integration process
taking place in our country there is an objective demand for competent and competitive
specialists in various scopes of activities, notably education, science, culture, art, etc.

The object of the article involves considering the state-of-the-art approaches to the
implementation of the efficient and impartial assessment of the quality of knowledge by
means of innovative technologies and citing the examples of test tasks in linguistic subjects
for future Ukrainian language and literature teachers.

The realities of modern higher pedagogical education and democratization processes
in the Ukrainian society subsequently intensify the researchers' academic interest to
practice-oriented linguistic subjects able to improvethe feeling for language, linguistic-and-
aesthetic culture of language students. The crucial task facing the system of higher
pedagogical education is preparation of future competent teachers of the Ukrainian
language and literature able to adjust to any particular sphere of activity, to create and edit
texts of various styles, genres and types of speech and to communicate in different
professional contexts.

Within the framework of the educational environment formed by higher educational
establishments great importance is attached to test technologies and, in particular, to
elaboration of tests. This is caused not only by elaboration of e-learning training courses or
implementation of the information and communication technologies into the
educationalprocess, but also by standardization of the procedures aiming at assessing
students' expertise. Resolving the problem of assessing the quality of future specialists'



knowledge becomes more complex, inasmuch as testing enablesreasonably accurate,
impartial and objective determination of the knowledge base.

Observations provethe test method of assessment, which aims at determining
academic achievements attained by the subjects of the educational process, is being
intensively developed and disseminated within the Ukrainian system of higher education
and over recent years it is regarded as a unified and universally acknowledged form of
monitoring the quality of the specialists' preparation. Implementing the test assessment of
the quality of students' knowledge envisages, firstly, high technological effectiveness,
secondly, impartial estimation of academic and educational achievements, thus, making the
teacher's subjective attitude to the subject of the educational process impossible, thirdly, it
enables informing every educational specialist about the respective level of the educational
training and, fourthly, it provides timely assistance to the student regarding the adjustment
of the situation pursuant to the existing needs and requirements.

The up-to-date educational environment of a higher educational establishment
constitutes a functional association of the subjects of the educational process, among which
the interrelation should be established. Organizing an educational and conductive-to-
learning environment at an educational establishment should envisage enhancing the
students' engagement and providing them with an opportunity to undertake various
activities. The framework for the educational and conductive-to-learning environment
forming the personality of future Ukrainian language and literature teachers is deemed to
be the promotion of a friendly atmosphere, which enables the formation of individual
qualities of an educational professional (autonomy, responsibility, fairness, humaneness,
etc.)

In the educational literature the most objective way to estimate the level of
knowledge is deemed to be tests, which promote unbiased assessment of the students'
academic achievements.

Therefore, the major requirements to the tests, their advantages and disadvantages as

well as recommendations concerning their elaboration and implementation are discussed in



the article. A number of research works are dedicated to the issue of organizing the
educational process within the framework of the credit-module technology. In the
aforementioned works recommendations concerning the organization of testing the
students' knowledge within the context of the credit-module technology employing the
means of information and communication technologies are provided.

One of the components of the instrumentation for defining the scope of the students'’
knowledge in the sphere of higher education is deemed to be the rating scale consistent
with the following types:

1) preparatory-and-research, the teacher selects the test tasks or elaborates test tasks
independently. The essential requirements are: meeting the aim of learning; a high level of
validity; multiple choices and the formation of wrong answers basing on typical mistakes;

2) explanatory-and-illustrative, includes clarification of the procedure, the mode, the
rules of carrying out the test tasks, regulations on the tasks execution, demonstrating the
algorithms of complying with the tasks and performing training exercises. It is deemed
important for the teacher to follow the requirement, which is essential for the students'
progress in mastering the testing technologies -from simple tasks to the complex ones.

3) evaluating-and-summative, is accomplished to detect typical and individual
mistakes made by students. The analysis of the results should be carried out in an arbitrary,
convenient and conventional for both the teacher and the students form.

Depending on the aim and tasks of the educational process various requirements to
the test assessment are put forward. They are defined by the stage of theapprehended
monitoring of the quality of acquisition of the theoretical material (the primary
assessment). At the aforementioned stage the quality of acquisition of the basic knowledge
of future Ukrainian language and literature teachers is determined.In particular, the tests
might be implemented as the primary assessment, which enables determining the scope of
knowledge acquired by future Ukrainian language and literature teachers from a particular
unit, the range of knowledge, which could serve as the basis, and the possibility of logical



introduction of the new material into the system of the formed expertise. The following
examples illustrate the tasks aiming at initial assessment of the students' knowledge.

Using the initial assessment the teacher is in a position to define interdisciplinary
and intradisciplinary relations, which enable widening the scope of knowledge acquired by
a future specialist. Moreover, the initial assessment could focusthe teacher's attention on
the required and acceptable level of complexity and the mode of presenting the learning
material. Whilst accomplishing the test tasks the students have a chance to recall and
analyze the learning material, which hereinafter will constitute the basis for forming new
knowledge.

However, to enable coherent comprehension of the learning material within the
scope of a particular topic or a group of topics the teacher could introduce a theme-based
test assessment aiming at providing future professionals with an opportunity to acquirean
important and complicated topic in a coherent manner, to reveal cause-and-effect
relationship and define the degree to which the learning material is acquired. In this case
the monitoring function is not deemed to be a determinative one, though it manifests itself
as such. The following examples illustrate the test assessment.

The computer programme for testing professional knowledge and intellectual skills
of the students is regarded as a form of implementingcurrentandsummative assessment.
Whilst carrying out the current assessment by means of tests the teacher is able to monitor
the increase in the level of understanding and active acquiring the theoretical material. The
teacher obtains statistical data on the results of passing the test both by the whole group
and by an individual student. In the course of summative module control in the required

mode the assessment of the learning performance is accomplished within the stated time.



The testing programme is designed not for testing only, but also for developing
professional knowledge of the future specialist in the sphere of education; it could be easily
adapted to individual characteristics and it enables revealing the learning potential.

In the future computer testing control of the progress in studies is deemed to be a
promising improvement in the development of the educational environment, which is
rapidly advancing, inasmuch as it enables providing standardization, impartiality and
accuracy in the monitoring and control of learning outcomes.

Thus, the analysis of the specialized literature and own observations convince the
proof that tests are hardly the only form of assessment, which should be implemented in
the sphere of higher education. However, combining the potential of computer
technologies and the advantages of testing attracts keen interest to the elaboration of tests

of various types.
